Encourage children to paint, chalk
or make marks with water on large
vertical surfaces.

Explain why safety is an important
factor in handling tools and
moving equipment and materials.
Have clear and sensible rules for
everybody to follow.

Give children regular, sensitive
reminders about correct posture

Carefully explain some of the rules
of lining up and queuing, such as
not standing too close or touching
others. Give children simple verbal
and visual reminders

Teach and model for children how
to eat with good manners in a
group, taking turns and being
considerate to others.

Encourage children to transfer physical
skills learnt in one context to another
one.

Lead movement-play activities when
appropriate. These will challenge and
enhance children’s physical skills and
development - using both fixed and
flexible resources, indoors and outside.

Model the vocabulary of movement -
